3.   CHAIRMAN’S REPORT 
The Chairman did not have any items to present to the Board.  

4.   SECRETARY’S REPORT  

There were no new items presented to the Board by the Secretary.  

5.   PUBLIC COMMENT

No one from the General Public requested to address the Board.  
6.   OLD BUSINESS
6.A.  Discussion:  Fire Hydrants    
Commissioner Thomas reported Marnie Walterson from FKAA may come up to review the drawings.  The original drawings that were submitted need to be reviewed.  This is due to the delay in permitting delay and the fact the fire hydrants are in the proper location due to the work performed on the roads by the KLWTD and FDOT.  The department is awaiting the quote from Keys Engineering.  Jim Reynolds, Reynolds Water indicated the 5% fee with FKAA covers the engineering that would be performed by Keys Engineering.  The engineering drawings that have not been affected by the sewer and FDOT work will not require redrawing.  Jim Reynolds is in good contract with FKAA.  

Commissioner Thomas needs to know which drawings contain fire hydrants located in areas with less than 5” water lines.  The District may select other locations as FKAA will have to update the piping from 3” to 5”

6.B.  Discussion:  304 Infrastructure Sales Tax Fund   

Peter Rosasco reported the $150,000 from the County for the District is in the proposed budget.  An additional $100,000 of funding for hydrants will be proposed at the next scheduled budget hearing for the BOCC which scheduled on September 4, 2013.  Finance will confirm the date and time of the BOCC Meeting.
7.   NEW BUSINESS (ACTION)
7.A.  Motion/Approval:  Budget Line-Item Decrease Acct 522.521 (Fuel-Gasoline) $1,183.00 and Acct 522.520 Foam $2,817.00 and Increase Acct 522.640 Equipment $4,000.00 
The servers went out at the Fire Station, and a new server must be purchased because the server crashed.
Motion:  Commissioner Thomas made a motion to approve the KLVFD 
Budget Line-Item Transfer to decrease Acct 522.521 (Fuel-Gasoline) 
$1,183.00 and Acct 522.520 Foam $2,817.00 and Increase Acct 522.640 
Equipment $4,000.00.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Mirabella, 
and the motion was unanimously passed by the Board.
7.B. Motion/Approval:  KLVFD Purchase Order for Dell Server $2,954.80 
Three quotes were received for the server.  This is for an operating system, and an extra hard drive.
Motion:  Commissioner Thomas made a motion to approve the KLVFD 
Purchase Order in the amount of $2,954.80, which was seconded by 
Commissioner Mirabella.  The motion was unanimously passed by the Board.
7.C.  Discussion:  FASD Membership 

Jennifer Zimmer reported the FASD Membership will be due soon.  Ms. Zimmer reported she wanted to clarify the individuals to receive distribution of FASD News.  Commissioners Miller, Mirabella, Thomas and the Clerk will receive copies.  In addition, Tom Tharp will be left as a 

contact.
7.D.  Motion/Approval:  KLVAC Travel Request EMS World Expo $1,882.30
Motion:  Commissioner  Thomas made a motion to approve the Travel 
KLVAC Request for C. Smith to attend the EMS World Expo in the amount 
of $1,882.30.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Mirabella, and 
the motion was unanimously passed by the Board.
7.E.  Motion/Approval:  Lease 
Theron Simmons reported the District sent correspondence Russ Yagel regarding continuing the lease, which expires on September 10, 2013.  To date there has not been a response.  Theron Simmons requested a Board Liaison to work with Legal regarding the lease.   
Motion:  Commissioner Beyer made a motion for Commissioner 

Mirabella to work with the old fire dept to negotiate the lease

  not to exceed $1.00 per month between the District and Old 
Fire Department, which was seconded by Commissioner Thomas.  
The motion was unanimously passed by the Board.

7.F.  Discussion:  Department Insurance Quote  

Commissioner Thomas reported the District is awaiting the quotation from Morgan Hampson Insurance.
8.   FINANCIAL REPORT  
Jennifer Zimmer reported the District is 10 months or 83.3% of the budget for the year.  Ad Valorem revenues are at 99.99% for the 97% that was budgeted.  Workman’s Compensation is at 100% of budget, and includes the District policy for Workman’s Compensation insurance for July–October for all departments.  The District needs to get a breakdown of these costs in order to allocate it to the specific departments.  Dues and subscriptions are at 114.9% with the purchase of the Sharefile System.  A Budget Line-Item Transfer will be submitted to the Board at a later date.
Fire Department 

It is expected the firefighter pay will exceed the FY 2012-2013 budget, as projected for the FY14 budget preparation.  Legal Services is over budget due to the last payment for reimbursement of Legal Fees to Jack Bridges for the set up of the new fire department.  The overall Fire Department budget is at 73.3% of budget.  
Ambulance Corporation
The Workers Compensation is a little over budget at 101.5%.  The total repairs and maintenance is at 88.1%.  The quarterly invoice for the Zoll maintenance plan for the Corps reporting software was just paid.  Dues and Subscriptions are over budget due to the addition of the National Safety Council subscription.  The Ambulance Corporation is at 73.2% of budget.  
Overall, the District is at 74.2% of budget though July.

9.   LEGAL COUNSEL REPORT         
Theron Simmons reported that Squad 24 sold for almost $23,000.  Legal sent an email to the Commissioners regarding the September 30th date for the Supreme Court regarding the Freeman Lawsuit.

10.  EMS DEPARTMENT REPORT
The Corps received a respiratory call that was for a cardiac arrest.  The Corps responded with a five man crew.  The Paramedics were Danny Fernandez, Cruciger, Pedro Marin and the EMT’s were Aldo Trujillo and Brian O Conner.  The patient was transported to Mariner’s Hospital in 21 minutes, and at last report, the patient was doing well.
11.   FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT
The Fire Department is in the hiring process.  There are about 15 new applications, and there were a couple of local applications.  In the new Fire Department, there are new members from Islamorada, Layton and the old department.  The Department is meeting tonight to develop selection criteria.  There are two slots slated with the County for training.  Commissioner Miller reminded the Department they need to submit monthly reports.  The department expects the new server to be in service next week.  Issues (floodlight/strobe light/starter) with Squad 24 have been resolved by Ferrara.  Chris Harris (Coral Shores High School) would like to participate in an Explorer Program with the department.  The program is in the preliminary planning stages.

 Vicky Fay reported the District website was back in service.
